DIRECTIONS TO PITTSBURGH AIRPORT MARRIOTT
FROM THE NORTH:

Follow 1-79 South to Exit 59B (1-376 W/22W/30W Beaver/Airport Exit). Continue to follow I-
376 West for about 5 miles to the Montour Run Exit (Exit #2) on your right. Make a full 360
degree circle, going under the underpass, staying in the right lane. Turn Left at the traffic light
and make an immediate right into our parking lot.

FROM THE SOUTH:

Follow I-79 North to Exit 59B (I1-376 W/22W/30W Beaver/Airport Exit). Continue to follow I-
376 West for about 5 miles to the Montour Run Exit (Exit #2) on your right. Make a full 360
degree circle, going under the underpass, staying in the right lane. Turn Left at the traffic light
and make an immediate right into our parking lot.

FROM THE EAST:

Take the Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-376) West to Exit 57 “Monroeville/Pittsburgh.” Follow
[-376 West into Pittsburgh (15 miles) to 1-279 South “Ft. Pitt Bridge/Airport”. Follow the
Airport signs about 12 miles (1-376/22W/30W) to the Montour Run Exit on right. Make a full
360 degree circle, going under the underpass, staying in the right lane. Turn Left at the traffic
light and make an immediate right into our parking lot.

OR — Take 1-80 West to 1-79 South, then see “From the North” Above.
FROM THE WEST:

Take the Ohio Turnpike to the Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76) to Exit 10 PA-60/ New
Castle/Pittsburgh/ Airport. Merge onto 1-376 East toward Beaver/Pittsburgh for approximately
32 miles (passing the airport) to the Montour Run Exit #2 on the right. Turn right at the traffic
light, and then make an immediate right into the hotel parking lot.

OR — Take I-70 East to I-79 North, then see “From the South” Above.

FROM THE PITTSBURGH INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT:

When exiting the airport, follow the signs to Pittsburgh. Follow 60 South for approximately 5
miles to the Montour Run EXit on the right. Make the first right off the exit and an immediate
right into the parking lot of the Pittsburgh Airport Marriott.
